MINUTES OF THE NOVEMBER 19th, 2014 MEETING

1. Call to Order: 
The Plan Commission met at 4:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers, City Hall, Waupun. 
2. Roll Call:

3. Chairman Clark called for the approval of the minutes of the October 22, 2014 meeting.  Lueck noted a couple of changes that should be made to the minutes.  Richard Flynn should be eliminated as a Member Present and Derek Drews should be added as a Member Present and Mary Kay Vogel should be added as a Staff Member Present to item #2, Roll Call.  In addition the word “the” should be removed from item #5, line 4 presently located between the words site and be.  Motion by Vanderkin, seconded by Clark to approve the minutes of the October 22, 2014 meeting with the suggested changes.  Motion carried, unanimously.  
4. Chairman Clark suggested the committee make an on-site inspection of the Flexographic Packaging construction site at 4 Taylor St. as the neighbors have concerns with the present construction and future truck use on the property.  Motion by Clark, seconded by Lueck to recess the meeting at 4:03 p.m. to secure information at the Flexographic Packaging construction site until called back to order by the Chairperson.  Motion carried.

Chairman Clark called the meeting back in session at 4:10 p.m.  The Plan Commission reviewed the Flexographic Packaging construction in progress from Vliet St.  Shortly thereafter four neighbors appeared and voiced concern that the old block type garage was supposed to be removed as a condition of the site plan approval.  They fear that if it is not removed it will result in semi-truck back up which will block their driveways on Vliet St.  No action was taken by the committee during the on-site inspection.

5. Motion by Lueck, seconded by Vanderkin to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried, meeting adjourned at 4:30 p.m.
