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Commonly Asked Questions Electronics Recycling Bulk Pick-up

WHO WILL BE PROVIDING SERVICE? The City
has a signed contract with Advanced Disposal to
provide residential curbside trash and recycling
services.

WHAT WILL | BE CHARGED EVERY MONTH?
The charge for the weekly trash pick-up and every
other week recycling pick-up will be $12.91 per
month. Each year there is a maximum adjustment
rate of 2 1/2%.

WHO PROVIDES RECYCLING/TRASH
RECEPTACLES? Advanced Disposal will pro-
vide one 95 gallon yellow covered wheeled cart for
recycling and one 95 gallon wheeled cart for
garbage to every customer that currently pays for
recycling services on your Utility bill.

WHAT IF MY CONTAINER IS DAMAGED? If
your cart is damaged, please contact Advanced
Disposal at (920) 387-0987 to schedule a repair or
replacement

Part of the contract with Advanced Disposal is to
provide residents with two bulk pick-up dates per year.
The Spring pick-up takes place during the second week
of April, and the Fall pick-up takes place during the sec-
ond week of October. (Please check the City’s website
for exact dates) Bulk items will be picked up on your
normal trash pick-up date. Items may not be placed
at the curb prior than 24 hours to your scheduled pick-
up date. Below are guidelines for pick-up.

The following items are identified as bulk waste that will
be collected:

e Furniture

Rolled carpeting (4ft maximum length)
Cabinets

Countertops

Mattresses/bed springs

Non-metal doors

Wood windows

Wooden playground equipment

Excluded items:

e Any items that will fit in your garbage

e orrecycling cart .

e Filled garbage bags

e Uncontainerized or piles of construction
material

Cardboard, boxes or other recyclable materials
(may be brought to Aronson’s Recycling)

Tires

Batteries

Fluorescent lights/bulbs

Electronic Items banned from landfills

Major appliances, including air conditioners, clothes
washers and dryers, dishwashers, refrigerators,
freezers, stoves, ovens, dehumidifiers, furnaces,
boilers, water heaters and microwave ovens

Advanced Disposal will be providing 3—30 yard con-
tainers for wood related items only (such as con-
struction lumber, loose lumber) during the bulk pick-up
as well. The dumpsters will be located at the Depart-
ment of Public Works Garage, at 903 N. Madison St.
The days and hours of operation will be Monday, Tues-
day, and Wednesday from 8am—3 pm during the bulk
pickup days only. Residents will be required to show
proof of residency. Materials other than wood related
items, will not be accepted and will be turned away.
